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	LACK of SKILL

There is a certain amount of “Lack of Skill” that meanders around the Construction Field of Professional Engineering today.  This includes Safety items which can be immense where the problems can be “as high as an elephant’s eye,” and we can’t see past the job problems and the “elephants” that are in the way.

So, what to do?

Firstly:-  Take time to teach Safety to generic employees and their supervisors.  Good teaching is a specialty that requires an understanding of each recipient’s personality as well as the instructor’s knowledge of  his own personality along with his knowledge of  his topic.

Secondly:-  The company needs to insure that all manuals (or copies thereof) remain firmly attached to, or otherwise readily accessible, to the machines, tools and workmanship methods for easy access by responsible company employees, supervisors and executives when their knowledge needs reinforcement -- because no one remembers everything that he was taught the first time around.

Do remember, or at least consider, the following items for reasonable absorption of instructions:

a.  Some people are oral [they can absorb easily just by listening].

b.  Some people are visual [ they can absorb easily just by reading]

c,  Some people are a little of both.  Some people lack a  lot of both.

d.  A good speaker and teacher can adjust to the listeners’ needs and abilities.

The slate of nominees is as follows:
Phillies Ballpark Utility Facilities Relocation – Presented by PECO Energy

The project included the relocation of (9) 13-kV distribution circuits and (2) 69-kV HPOF transmission lines, formerly located on 10th Street in South Philadelphia.  The new Ballpark location and construction methodology required the relocation of all utilities in and around the proposed location for the Ballpark.
Former Celotex/Current Federal Express Site Revitalization – Presented by Urban Engineers, Inc.

The Brownfields redevelopment program, as developed by the City of Philadelphia, identifies properties that have the potential to be cleaned up and reused.  This project, initiated by this program, entailed the investigation of site environmental conditions, risk assessment and impact on the Schuylkill River, development of a remedial action plan, and preparation of an agreement between the City of Philadelphia and Pennsylvania DEP.

Council Rock High School Construction Site Development Plan – Presented by Gilmore & Associates

The project consisted of the development of approximately 140-acres of land in order to allow for the construction of a new high school for Council Rock School District.  The project entailed several road connections and realignments, shared utility infrastructure between the proposed school and a Township Community Center, improvements to the local public water system, preservation of natural resources and their integration into the school’s educational environment.

Dockside – Residences at Penn’s Landing Pier 30 – Presented by Pennoni Associates

The project entailed creative civil and structural engineering required to construct the multi-story luxury apartment complex utilizing the existing pier as a work platform.  The concept of achieving a structure surrounded by water is new and innovative.  It eliminates the need for very costly construction to build a conventional water-front structure.

Plymouth Meeting Culvert Rehabilitation at the Metroplex Shopping Center – Presented by Ang Associates
The project entailed the design and rehabilitation of a 540-long culvert that existed under the site of the Metroplex Shopping Center.  Project details included the construction of a conventional reinforced concrete liner underneath the present rubble-stone arch shape in order to resist imposed loading.

e.  Most people need continuous reinforcement until they get it down to a habit.

f.  The instructor can’t teach adequately in the middle of a production floor or other locations that are noisy, drafty or otherwise uncomfortable.  Control your environment.

g.  Use visual aids where possible.

h.  Sometimes teaching and learning are helped along with comfort food like coffee and donuts [as long as the donuts are not over-jellied or over-powdered and the coffee doesn’t spill.

i.  Generally, it is best not to hand out distracting reading material as the teaching is about to start.  Hand it out the day before for advance review of the topic.

j.  Listen to what the people in the learning group have to say!  And, repeat their question or comments for all to hear before responding to the question or comments.

k.  Hone your “skills” before teaching or lecturing.  Control your time frame.
